Gospel Reflection

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ Jesus, Today as 
a Church, we conclude our liturgical year and cel-
ebrate the Feast of Christ the King. The Gospel we 
proclaim shows the great mystery of our faith: In 
the moment of his crucifixion, Jesus is shown to

be King and Savior of all.

Luke's Gospel has been loaded with surprises: the 
poor are rich, sinners find salvation, the Kingdom 

of God is found in our midst. Here we see the 
greatest surprise of all. We are confronted with the 

crucified Jesus, whom faith tells us is King and 
Savior of all. The irony is that the inscription 

placed on the cross, perhaps in mockery, contains 
the profoundest of truth. As the leaders jeer, the 
thief crucified by his side recognizes Jesus as 

Messiah and King, and finds salvation.
Jesus is King, but not the kind of king we might

have imagined or expected. His kingship was hid-
den from many of his contemporaries, but those 
who had the eyes of faith were able to see. As 
modern disciples of Jesus, we, too, struggle at 

times to recognize Jesus as King. Today's Gospel 
invites us to make our own judgment. With eyes of 

faith, we, too, recognize that Jesus, the crucified 
One, is indeed King and Savior of all.

6. The following pages do not claim to offer a complete 

teaching on fraternal love, but rather to consider its univer-
sal scope, its openness to every man and woman. I offer

this social Encyclical as a modest contribution to 
continued reflection, in the hope that in the face of 

present-day at- tempts to eliminate or ignore others, we 

may prove capable of responding with a new vision of 
fraternity and social friendship that will not remain at the 

level of words. Alt- hough I have written it from the 
Christian convictions that inspire and sustain me, I have 
sought to make this reflec- tion an invitation to dialogue 

among all people of good will.

7. As I was writing this letter, the Covid-19 pandemic un-

expectedly erupted, exposing our false securities. Aside

from the different ways that various countries responded

to the crisis, their inability to work together became quite

evi- dent.

mentation that made it more difficult to resolve problems 

that affect us all. Anyone who thinks that the only lesson 

to be learned was the need to improve what we were 

already

doing, or to refine existing systems and regulations, is

8. It is my desire that, in this our time, by acknowledging
the dignity of each human person, we can contribute to the
rebirth of a universal aspiration to fraternity. Fraternity be-

tween all men and women. “Here we have a splendid secret
that shows us how to dream and to turn our life into a won-

derful adventure. No one can face life in isolation… We 

need a community that supports and helps us, in which we

can help one another to keep looking ahead. How 

important it is to dream together… By ourselves, we risk 

seeing mi- rages, things that are not there. Dreams, on the 

other hand,

are built together”.[6] Let us dream, then, as a single hu-

man family, as fellow travelers sharing the same flesh, as

children of the same earth which is our common home,

each of us bringing the richness of his or her beliefs and 

convictions, each of us with his or her own voice, brothers 

and sisters all.

CHAPTER ONE

DARK CLOUDS OVER A CLOSED WORLD

9. Without claiming to carry out an exhaustive analysis or

to study every aspect of our present-day experience, I in-

tend simply to consider certain trends in our world that hin-
der the development of universal fraternity.

SHATTERED DREAMS

10. For decades, it seemed that the world had learned a les-

son from its many wars and disasters, and was slowly mov-
ing towards various forms of integration. For example,

there was the dream of a united Europe, capable of ac-

knowledging its shared roots and rejoicing in its rich diver-

sity. We think of “the firm conviction of the founders of the 

European Union, who envisioned a future based on the 

capacity to work together in bridging divisions and in fos-

tering peace and fellowship between all the peoples of this 

continent”.[7] There was also a growing desire for integra-

tion in Latin America, and several steps were taken in this

direction. In some countries and regions, attempts at recon-

ciliation and rapprochement proved fruitful, while others 

showed great promise.

11. Our own days, however, seem to be showing signs of a 
certain regression. Ancient conflicts thought long buried 
are breaking out anew, while instances of a myopic, ex-

tremist, resentful and aggressive nationalism are on the 
rise. In some countries, a concept of popular and national

unity influenced by various ideologies is creating new 
forms of selfishness and a loss of the social sense under 
the guise of defending national interests. Once more we 

are being reminded that “each new generation must take 
up the struggles and attainments of past generations, 

while setting its sights even higher. This is the path. 
Goodness, together with love, justice and solidarity, are 
not achieved once and for all; they have to be realized 

each day. It is not possible to settle for what was achieved 
in the past and complacent- ly enjoy it, as if we could 

somehow disregard the fact that many of our brothers and 
sisters still endure situations that cry out for our 

attention”.[8]
