Insufficiently universal human rights

22. It frequently becomes clear that, in practice, human
rights are not equal for all. Respect for those rights “is the
preliminary condition for a country’s social and economic

development. When the dignity of the human person is

respected, and his or her rights recognized and guaran-
teed, creativity and interdependence thrive, and the crea-
tivity of the human personality is released through actions
that further the common good”.[18] Yet, “by closely ob-

serving our contemporary societies, we see numerous
con- tradictions that lead us to wonder whether the equal

digni- ty of all human beings, solemnly proclaimed
seventy
years ago, is truly recognized, respected, protected and
promoted in every situation. In today’s world, many
forms

of injustice persist, fed by reductive anthropological vi-
sions and by a profit-based economic model that does not

hesitate to exploit, discard and even kill human beings.
While one part of humanity lives in opulence, another
part sees its own dignity denied, scorned or trampled
upon, and its fundamental rights discarded or
violated”.[19 )
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still far from reflecting clearly that women possess the
same dignity and identical rights as men. We say one
thing with words, but our decisions and reality tell

another

story. Indeed, “‘doubly poor are those women who endure

situations of exclusion, mistreatment and violence,
since they are frequently less able to defend their
rights”.[20] about us, that our individual concerns are
the only thing that matters.

24. We should also recognize that “even though the inter-
national community has adopted numerous agreements
aimed at ending slavery in all its forms, and has launched
various strategies to combat this phenomenon, millions of
people today — children, women and men of all ages — are
deprived of freedom and forced to live in conditions akin
to slavery... Today, as in the past, slavery is rooted in a
notion of the human person that allows him or her to be
treated as an object... Whether by coercion, or deception,
or by physical or psychological duress, human persons
created in the image and likeness of God are deprived of

of others. They are treated as means to an end... [Criminal net-
works] are skilled in using modern means of communication
as a way of luring young men and women in various parts of
the world”.[21] A perversion that exceeds all limits when it
subjugates women and then forces them to abort. An abomina-
tion that goes to the length of kidnapping persons for the sake
of selling their organs. Trafficking in persons and other con-
temporary forms of enslavement are a worldwide problem that
needs to be taken seriously by humanity as a whole: “since
criminal organizations employ global networks to achieve
their goals, efforts to eliminate this phenomenon also demand
a common and, indeed, a global effort on the part of various
sectors of society”.[22]

Conflict and fear

25. War, terrorist attacks, racial or religious persecution, and
many other affronts to human dignity are judged differently,
depending on how convenient it proves for certain, primarily
economic, interests. What is true as long as it is convenient for
someone in power stops being true once it becomes inconven-
ient. These situations of violence, sad to say, “have become so
common as to constitute a real ‘third world war’ fought piece-

meal”.[23]

26. This should not be surprising, if we realize that we no
longer have common horizons that unite us; indeed, the first
victim of every war is “the human family’s innate vocation to

fraternity”. As a result, “every threatening situation breeds
mistrust and leads people to withdraw into their own safety
zone”.[24] Our world is trapped in a strange contradiction:
we believe that we can “ensure stability and peace through a
false sense of security sustained by a mentality of fear and
mis- trust”.[25]

Gospel Reflection
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ Jesus, This Sunday we break
from our reading of Matthew’s Gospel (the primary Gospel for our
current liturgical cycle, Cycle A) to read from John’s Gospel. We
heard Matthew’s account of Jesus’ baptism last Sunday, on the
feast of the Baptism of the Lord. Today, we hear John the Baptist’s
testimony about Jesus as found in John’s Gospel. John’s Gospel
differs from the other Gospels because John does not describe Je-
sus’ baptism by John the Baptist. Instead, John the Baptist an-
nounces that he knows that Jesus is the Son of God.

In today’s reading, John the Baptist sees Jesus approaching and
cries out, giving witness about who Jesus is. In John’s testimony he
says that he saw the Spirit descend upon Jesus. By this sign, John
the Baptist knew that Jesus was the one who is to come after him.
John the Baptist uses two titles for Jesus that are familiar to us.
John calls Jesus the “Lamb of God” and the “Son of God.” By us-
ing these titles, John the Baptist identifies Jesus’ ultimate purpose:
to redeem sinful humanity.

John the Baptist’s testimony about Jesus clearly distinguishes
John’s baptism from the Baptism that Jesus will inaugurate. John
baptizes with water; Jesus will baptize with the Holy Spirit. John
also puts his practice of baptism in the context of Jesus’ ministry.
The purpose of John’s baptism was to make Jesus known to Israel.
John the Baptist’s sense of purpose is clearly identified in this
read- ing: he baptized in order to prepare for and make known the
minis- try of the One who was to follow. John’s witness is an
excellent example of what it means to be a disciple. By our
Baptism, we are
the witness of our lives.
